Shevchenko O. I. Lingual expression of morality of social distancing in the English-language publicistic discourse. The
analysis of lingual ways and means of expression of morality of social distancing consequences in the English language publicistic
discourse is in the focus of this article. The need to identify the lingual resources capable of expressing moral viability of the
consequences of the world fragmentation determined the topicality of this research. With the uncertainty of the emergency situation
given the limited data and curtailed economic and political contacts among nations the functions of a balanced public discourse takes
on added significance. Public dialogue is an efficient way of presaging future developments while tackling emerging challenges.

The research is based on the scientific tenets and methods of moral teleology, consequentialism and utilitarianism. The analysis of
the lingual material was carried out with reference to the nomenclature of consequences developed in the domain of
consequentialism. The types of consequences have been systematized as per criteria of motivation, purpose and beneficiaries of
social distancing. The lingual means expressing moral viability of undertaken social distancing measures have been analyzed
considering social recipients they are aimed at, depending on how stringent those measures are, the section of community they are
supposed to cover, how effective they are, the intended consequences. Words designating undertaken social distancing measures are
capable of indicating the moral viability of restricting procedures which bring about the consequences favorable to the majority of
people. The semantic structure of lexical units expressing social alienation can be subject to transformation eventually acquiring
positive evaluative connotations given the moral viability of social isolation in the evolving crisis. The lexical units designating
drastic institutionalized restricting measures possess pronounced emotional colouring.

Shevchuk O. V. Proposition as the one of the aspects of discourse. Proposition is viewed in the paper as the connection of certain
source entities into a single structure via thought. Proposition, according to the research by O. S. Kubryakova can be figurative. It is
represented as evaluations, episodes, pictures, and the verb order, where the participants of an event are represented and named, can
be characterized as an action, process, attitude that allows to approach the propositions as a structure of consciousness, stored in
memory in a complete form, that is, demonstrated by its own form of the representation, and consists only of the individual
components at the moment of speech, and before speech. Therefore, in the stages immediately preceding the verbalization of the
speech conception , there may be different processes of the membership of the consciousness flow, different ways of thought
forming and their further objectification. After all, the creation of speech is regarded as a speech-thinking process that simultaneously
drives both cognitive and linguistic structures in their constant interaction and intertwining, and which requires not only special
operational mechanisms, but also a kind of the"stability" for the human brain. It is based on its application. Returning to the concept
of a sentence, it is worth noting that the understanding a sentence as expressing the kernel or the base of the sentence, which is
constructed by a set of the relations between the verb and the noun and contrasted with the "modal component” of a sentence. It was
clearly formulated by Ch. Philmore (1981). If the modal characteristics of a sentence includes negation, the time, the way, the kind,
then everything that remains after their removal or can be separated from the modal components, forms the meaning of a sentence.
Ch. Filmore proposed in this connection the formula "Sentence = modality + proposition”, where the sentence includes a verb plus
one or more distinct categories. Since the concept of "the verb" is easily transformed into the concept of "the function”, and the
concept of the noun groups can be associated with the different types of arguments, the given interpretation of the sentence can be
correlated with its understanding in Frege’s works (1977).
