Zakharova K. I. Childhood as a Social-cultural Phenomenon and Language Concept. The development of anthropocentric
paradigm makes it necessary to systematize general scientific view of childhood as a phenomenon. The article deals with the research
of the connection between the general concept of childhood as well as its language embodiment. The development of childhood as an
object of scientific knowledge is examined. The interest of humanities in the phenomenon of childhood gives it the status of cross-
cultural concept and makes it possible to consider the data of phycology, psychiatry, physiology, anthropology. The invention of
childhood has allowed to describe the full circle of human life. The phenomenon of childhood is represented in relation to the type of
culture, as a period from birth till maturity, as a result of social-cultural formation. The article states that childhood, being a universal
concept, is a significant component of mental space. The anthropocentric characteristics of the concept of childhood call for its social
— psychological importance for modern European cultures. As a phenomenon childhood develops from complete negligence to
priority social-cultural positions. The language concept of childhood has been examined on the material of the English, French,
German, Russian languages. The analysis of the concept of childhood reveals its linguocultural characteristics. Such features as age,
behavior, exterior criteria attribute to universal ones. As a linguocultural concept childhood includes notional, image and value
constituencies. The notional constituent comprises such semantic characteristics as “person”, “not adult”. Image characteristics are
embodied through aphorisms, phraseological units, etc. and describe behavior in childhood, attitude toward education, physical
abilities of children, etc. The value component possesses ambivalent features of purity and innocence on the one side, and
foolishness, immaturity on the other. The analysis of the notional, image and value layers of the language concept of childhood
grounds the influence of the historical memory and stereotypes of national culture in the language.
